The military is big on abbre-
viations and acronyms and the Five P’s translates to: Prior Planning
Prevents Poor Performance. What we are really talking about here
is another P: Preparation. As teachers, you know that preparation
for class is imperative. An aspect of teaching not often seen by

the general public is the amount of time that is dedicated to class
preparation. A prepared teacher walks into class and makes teach-
ing look easy. We actively engage students in meaningful activities
that we ourselves have tested and tried to ensure their success.
Because of your commitment to your professional development,
you are prepared and you do make a difference. Your students will
leave your class realizing that they don’t need to waddle out like
ducks, but that they can fly out because they have wings.

We’ve come a long way from the colonial apprenticeship programs
like Ben Franklin served under his brother James. He was only 12
and signed a deal to serve until he was 21, nine years. The deal
actually fell through when James ran into some legal problems and
Ben took over his newspaper. Today we provide industry with quali-
fied employees for an ever changing and dynamic industry.

The GCEA Annual Conference was held in Clemson, SC from July
28- August 01, 2019. Around 100 educators, spouses and students
from secondary and post-secondary institutions descended on
Clemson from across the country and around the world.

Attendees stayed in dorms, ate in the cafeteria, and enjoyed
educational sessions and demonstrations in the classrooms

and labs in Godfrey Hall. Keynotes included Deborah Corn of
PrintMediaCentr, Doug Pike of XMPie, Julie Shaffer of APTech, and
Tara Knight from Adobe. Member presentations included everything
from soft skills and group work to product photography to XD to
screen printing t-shirts to working with data and nearly everything
in between. Attendees also got to check out a virtual reality press
developed by Clemson’s Sonoco Institute, the Adobe Digital Studio
in Cooper Library, the Sonoco Institute of Printing and Packaging,
and The Watt Center for Innovation on campus.
