IGAEA’s Region One, in association with the
Graphic Arts Teachers Association of Illinois
hosted a regional conference on October 26 and
27,2012. Friday, October 26th took place at Rock
Valley College and started the day with a Keynote
presentation by Dianne Kennedy of IDEAlliance.
Dianne lead a timely discussion about What is in a
Name. She discussed the importance of the name of
your organization, program and classes in relation
to how attractive that name is to members and
students.

The Keynote was followed by breakout sessions
lead by Shaun Dudek, College of DuPage, and
Scott Fustin, Rock Valley College. Shaun’s session
covered the basics of how to set up an InDesign
document to successfully export to an EPub file.
Scott lead a hands-on session on Package Design:
Template to Mockup.

After a GATAI lunch meeting, the afternoon
breakout sessions were lead by Pete Schlosser,
University of Wisconsin - Stout and Dan McClusky,
College of DuPage. Pete discussed how to engage
students through variable data design (VDD) using
the power of Adobe Photoshop.

Tom
and the group discussed the changing classroom
for Graphic Communications and continued the
morning conversation concerning what we call
ourselves.
